To protect your personal information from unauthorized access and use,
we use security measures that comply with federal law.

In addition to physical and electronic safeguards, we have implemented
security standards and procedures to protect your information, including
employee training, limited employee access and the use of confidentiality
agreements.

We collect your personal information, for example, when you:

Basis for Processing
Our legal basis for collecting and using the Personal Information described in this Privacy Policy will depend on
thePersonal Information concerned and the context in which we collect it. We collect Personal Information from
you:

e where we need it to perform a contract with you;

e where the processing is in our legitimate interests (including the purposes described, above, in “How We

Use Personal Information”); or
e if we otherwise have your consent.

Your Privacy Rights
Depending on applicable law, you may have the right to:
¢ Request access to Personal Information about you.
¢ Request correction of the Personal Information that we hold about you.
¢ Request erasure of Personal Information about you. Note, however, that we may not always be able to
comply with your request of erasure for specific legal reasons which we will advise you of, if applicable, at
the time of your request.
¢ Object to processing of Personal Information about you where we are relying on a legitimate interest (or
those of a third party) and there is something about your particular situation which makes you want to object
to processing on this ground as you feel it impacts on your fundamental rights and freedoms.
¢ Request restriction of processing of Personal Information about you. You can ask us to suspend the
processing of Personal Information in the following scenarios: (a) if you want us to establish the data’s
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accuracy; (b) where our use of the data is unlawful but you do not want us to erase it; (c) where you need
usto hold the data even if we no longer require it as you need it to establish, exercise or defend legal
claims; or (d) you have objected to our use of your data but we need to verify whether we have overriding
legitimategrounds to use it.

¢ Request the transfer of Personal Information to you or to a third party.

e Withdraw consent at any time where we are relying on consent to process Personal Information about
you.

Depending on where you live, you may have a right to lodge a complaint with a supervisory authority or other
regulatory agency if you believe that we have violated any of the rights concerning Personal Information. We
encourage you to first reach out to us at investments@cu.financial, so we have an opportunity to address your concerns
directly before you do so.

Transfers to the U.S.

If you are transferring data from outside the United States, please be aware that Personal Information will be transferred
to, stored, and processed in the United States. Although we take steps to provide adequate safeguards, the data
protection laws of the United States might not be as comprehensive as those in your country.

We endeavor to apply suitable safeguards to protect the privacy and security of Personal Information transferred to us
in the United States, and to use it only consistent with your relationship with us and the practices described in this
Privacy Policy.
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
